Mecca: Hajj is a pilgrimage made
to the Kaaba, the "House of Allah,"
in the sacred city of Mecca in
Saudi Arabia. The prophet
Muhammad designated Mecca as
the holy city of Islam and the
direction in which all Muslims
should offer their prayers.
